Conservation News 
Gary Stinson 

Conservation Chair 

This is not news but we need to re-visit this stuff from time to time.  Orvis has a new 
perspective that promotes getting a pair of wader boots specific to each water you 
fish if you intend to stay with felt.  A little expensive, but frankly a good idea. 
 
A number of environmental and state wildlife organizations are now discouraging the 
use of felt bottom soles due to the porous soles allowing diseases and small organisms 
(such as whirling disease spores, and rock snot diatoms) to penetrate deeply into the 
felt. Thus it is hard to adequately kill the organism but at the same time, the organ-
isms can come back out of the felt later on. Testing by the New Zealand Biosecurity 
has proved this. It also has proven that many cleaning agents are not able to pene-
trate deep into the material in a reasonable period of time. 
 
It is also quite hard to completely rinse cleaners and disinfectants out of the sole 
which then can leach out in the stream. This may or may not be a small issue but it 
does give concern to government agencies and probably causes heart palpitations to 
extreme environmentalist. Certainly non-chemical options such as high heat drying 
and hot water would have no environmental impacts so use them whenever possible. 
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March 2010 Outing 
 
The March 2010 outing will be held at Roosevelt Lake at the Grapevine Group Camp-
ground.  The campground is located on Highway 188 about 22 miles Northwest of 
Globe. State route 188 can be reached by taking State Route 87 (B Line) towards Pay-
son or US Route 60 to Globe. 
 

Maps will be available at the March meeting. The outing will be from Friday March 
26th  through Sunday March 28th. The Pintail Loop of the Grapevine Group Camp-
ground has been reserved for this outing. The campground has a nice group Ramada 
and restrooms with showers. The cost of camping will be $15.00 for two nights and 
the cost of day use will be $3.00 per car. The camping and day use fees will be col-
lected by the outings camp host. A Tonto Daily Use Pass is required by each vehicle at 
Roosevelt Lake. The Tonto Daily Use Pass will be handed out by the camp host at the 
time you pay your camping and day use fees. There is a boat launch near the group 
campground that can accommodate the launching of float Tubes/pontoon boats as 
well as fishing boats. If you bring a boat, there is room at the campground to park 
your boat and camper. There are coves near the boat launch that are accessible to 
float tubes/pontoon boats. The fish that you can expect to catch are Bass and Crap-
pie, so bring your favorite flyõs to entice these speices of fish.  
 
There will be a potluck on Saturday at 3 p.m. at the Group Ramada, so bring your fa-
vorite main dish, side dish or dessert. This should be a fun outing, so I hope to see  
you there.
