The following is a report from AFC Member Terry Loyer who participated in the Can-
yon Creek Fence Removal. It is a great example of the pay-off for volunteering.
Thanks Terry.

This is his report

At 5:00 AM on Saturday, June 12", Tom Scheidt, John Abolfalls, and | met in the park-
ing lot of the Sportsman’s Warehouse. We loaded our supplies into Tom’s vehicle and
headed for Canyon Creek. The trip up gave us a chance to get to know each other
and talk fishing. John and Tom are newer members of the club. Located below the
Mogollon Rim, east of Payson, Canyon Creek was heavily damaged in the summer of
2002, by the Rodeo-Chediski wildfire. With the forest burned, monsoon rains washed
mud, boulders, and dead trees down the creek wiping out the streamside vegetation
and the instream habitat of some large brown trout. In order to give the vegetation a
chance to grow back, it was necessary to fence the creek to keep the elk and live-
stock from eating all the new growth. Two eight foot high fence exclosures were con-
structed on Canyon Creek. The Arizona Game and Fish Department (AZGFD) decided
that the area in upper exclosure has recovered enough to allow the elk back in. The
fence was to be taken down and replaced with livestock fencing.

Tom’s vehicle’s outside air temperature showed 48 as we went over the rim and
headed down the winding road to Canyon Creek. The sun was shining and the wind
was blowing, it was just right for outside work. Dana Warnecke, AZGFD Habitat Spe-
cialist, greeted us at the parking area at the OW Bridge. The AZGFD needed as many
hands as they could get to unfasten the woven wire fence, roll up the fencing, and
pull some of the taller fence posts. That’s where we came in. She got us signed up
with their volunteer forms and explained the project to us. Besides the three of us
from the Arizona Flycasters, there were three from the Desert Fly Casters, and over a
dozen AZGFD men and women. They were all a good bunch to work with and it was
an enjoyable day. Dana told us to set our own pace and breaks. Since we had eaten
breakfast around 4:30 AM, Tom, John and | took our lunch a little earlier than the rest
and relaxed by the stream while we ate. We went back work and we had the fence
down and rolled up by 2:00 PM. As we had a three hour drive back down to Phoenix,
we hit the road. It had been a very satisfying day.

We will have several club members
demonstrating different scud patterns. We will have them at separate tables so
that you can be "up front" to see the techniques and ask questions. We will
rotate to different tables about every 15 minutes. This class will be at the
Sunnyslope Community Center on July 13 from 7 - 9 PM. You will only need to
have note taking equipment as we will not be tying any flies as a group
activity.

Scuds are very common in our weedy lakes and are effective all year long. They
are easy to fish and are most often found at water depths that seldom exceed 10’
- 15'. In addition to a great fly for our lakes they are a must have fly at

Lees Ferry and the San Juan. This is a great meeting to attend even if you

don't tie your own flies as you will learn a great deal about selection of

pattern, how, when and where to fish. If you have questions give Ron Robinson a
call at 602 867 8820.

Things to Consider when Fly Tying: We are generating a list of items that
should help your fly tying.
