Invasive plants and species continue their spread and all of us need to continue our per-
sonal efforts to limit transport opportunities. Didymo (Rock Snot) is increasing as a prob-
lem in more waters across the U.S. as are NZ and Quagga snails. A recent article in the
New York Times has addressed the concerns with waders and boots and the snails have
been recently found in Lake Minnetonka in Minnesota. This increased publicity is a sign of
an increasing problem.

Arizona as well as some other Western States have instituted mandatory boat inspec-
tions in some areas and most have passed legislation requiring cleaning and draining of
boats of any kind coming off waters. Each of us needs to stay aware of the problems and
be sure we are keeping our own gear cleaned.

Didymo chokes off aquatic life including insects by covering the stream bed. Snails are
filter feeders who actually clean water. They clean it so well, there is no food left for
other species in addition to their other hazard a clogging water inlet piping.

primitive camping and there are no restroom facilities. | took a day trip to the lake to
make sure that it will be fishable. The lake has a good amount of water and has quite
a few weeds in the shallow parts of the lake, but there is open water in the deeper
part of the lake. The weeds in the shallow parts of the lake should provide good fish
cover and some great fishing. There is an access area to the open water for the
launching of float tubes and pontoon boats.

There will be a pot luck on Saturday at 3PM, so bring your favorite main dish, side
dish or desert. The pot luck is always the highlight of the outing and is a great time to
swap fishing stories with fellow club members. | look forward to seeing you at the
lake.

Reservation in the White Mountains southeast of Show Low. The outing dates are from
Oct. 22nd to Oct 24th.
